Clause | Requirement Proof of compliance

In principle all existing certification schemes demonstrat-
ing compliance of products with European standards,
and being in conformity with the rules of the KEYMARK
system, can act as KEYMARK scheme.

A KEYMARK scheme has to be developed by a
KEYMARK Scheme Group and has to be approved by
CEN.

B.9.3 All sub-contractors, whether internal or external, shall be
accredited on the basis of the appropriate standard of the
ISO/IEC 17000 series.
